The pantomime will be produced in-house at the Lyric Theatre, in arrangement with 
experienced pantomime producers, Imagine Theatre Ltd. The production team will 
consist of a mix of in-house production/technical staƯ and freelance staƯ.   

This is a fixed term contract for services, which will require you to have self-employed 
status.

Person Specification: 

 Previous stage management experience working with a producing 
theatre/company particularly calling a show and compiling a prompt copy. 

 Strong organisational and multitasking skills. 
 Ability to work well under pressure and adapt to changing circumstances. 
 Knowledge of stagecraft and production will be preferred. 
 Understanding and appreciation of Health & Safety practices within theatre 
 Ability to work as part of a flexible team, responding to challenges, contributing 

ideas, supporting other team members and leading teams as required.  
 

Responsibilities 

 Compiling and running the ‘prompt script’ or ‘the book’ keeping an up to date 
note of blocking, authorised script amendments, and the requirements for 
props, lighting, and sound. 
 

 Setting up and managing the rehearsal room with support from the Assistant 
Stage Managers (in conjunction with the Company Stage Manager). 
 

 Calling the show and cueing all technical elements and if required trigger sound 
and pyrotechnics.  
 

 Produce all show-related paperwork in advance of technical rehearsal including, 
scene-change plots, fly plots etc, and to produce rehearsal and show reports 
which should be distributed daily. 
 

 Creation of props lists and setting lists (with ASM and CSM) 
 

 Ensure rehearsal room is set ready and props/rehearsal props are available. 
 

 Communicate with the production team, cast, and crew to ensure everyone is 
informed of schedules, changes, and any issues. 
 

 Contributing to detailed show reports, and ensuring these are distributed. 
 

 In consultation with the venue technical staƯ ensure that all working areas are 
kept well organised and clean. 
 

Working Conditions: 

 Fast-paced, theatrical & collaborative environment. 
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 Variable hours, including nights and weekends as required by the production 
schedule. 

 Will involve carrying moderate weights such as props and set pieces.
